3. This fixture is designed to be mounted on an octagon box. The box must be
securely mounted to the structure of the building.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION

1. Remove the fixture and parts bag(s) from the carton. Before discarding the
carton, double check packaging to make certain that all parts are found.

2. Attach the mounting bar to the outlet box. (The green screw should face out).
Pull wires out of box. Thread the nipple onto the mounting bar.

3. Fasten the bare ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the outlet box

N — NEVER FASTEN THE GROUND WIRE TO THE BLACK OR "HOT"

4. Fasten the fixture lead with the ridge(s) to the white wire in the outlet box. Fasten
the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut) Starting about |" below
the fastener, tightly wrap the connetion with electrical tape so that the tape seals
the end of the fastener. Make sure that there is no exposed wire or strands
that could cause a dangerous short circuit !
5. Connect the black fixture wires to the black wire in the outlet box. Fasten the
joined wires as in step 4.
6. Place the canopy over the outlet box and fasten it by the ball nut.
